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The Second Phase of Development on the Sentence Corpus of Remedial English (SCoRE) for

Japanese EFL Learners

The Sentence Corpus of Remedial English (SCoRE) is a free, web-based corpus and grammatical browsing system
with a simple user-friendly interface in which the results appear as level-appropriate complete sentences. It was first
introduced to the public in 2014 and the current SCoRE website now contains eleven categorized grammar items with
5,863 level-specific semi-authentic sentences which are specially written to satisfy particular pedagogical considerations
and avoid any copyright issues. The newest developments include the expansion of the SCoRE database; changes to the
pattern browser to make it more user-friendly; and three new tools: a simple user-friendly concordancer, a fill-in-the-
blank quiz function (for creating and scoring), and a means to download SCoRE example sentences in an Excel format.
In this paper, we will introduce these new developments and some example applications of SCoRE in EFL Japanese

classrooms.
